Wanting to try out the
features of my new Canon 20D, | took one test picture
after making changes to the settings. | then took a few
photos of the boogie boarder, but ended up with nothing
worthwhile. The one test picture | snapped was the one
I submitted as "Hawaiian Curl".

Jim Zuckerman's
CHECKLIST FOR A SELF-
CRITIQUE

’| was asked recently how a beginning photographer can
look at their pictures and know if they are good or not. |
thought about this and came up with 10 questions you
can ask yourself about an image that will help you
determine whether or not a picture fits into the hard-to-
define yet commonly used arena of a fine art image.
Here is the list of questions:”

1. Is the photo properly exposed?

2. Is there too much contrast -- i.e. highlights blown,
shadows black?

3. Is the focus right-on?

4. Is the background cluttered or distracting? The
background is virtually as important as the subject.

5. This is a big one: Is the subject boring or
compelling? Be honest with yourself. Boring subjects
don't make great pictures. Great subjects make great
pictures.

6. Is the lighting attractive?

7. Do I have enough depth of field, or are parts of the
image soft when they should be sharp? Out of focus
foregrounds should usually be avoided in most cases.
8. Is the shooting angle good, or could I have done
something more dynamic?

9. Did I use a shutter speed that was too slow, resulting
in a less-than-sharp picture? Should you have used a
tripod due to low light conditions?

10. Is the composition attractive? Did I use the Rule of
Thirds, or have | successfully broken the 'rule' and
created a dynamic or intriguing graphic design?

"By asking yourself these questions, you can zoom in on
problems that may be preventing your work from being
considered great.”
